Update on Russian Regional Working Group Report

The main goal this year is to have a national CGI group formed in Russia.  For that, a 3D GIS in Geology conference will be held at the Vernadsky State Geological Museum of RAS.  At the moment we are collecting registrations and papers, and preparing a special session for establishing the Russian national CGI group.  Negotiations are taking place with EAGE (European Association of Geoscientists and Engineers) to participate in the conference, and it looks like this respected association will be co-organiser of the event.

There will be some difficulties in explaining the goals of the CGI as a whole, and the National group in particular.  The main reason is that there is a big difference in the main principles of managing geoinformation in Russia and Europe: most of this information has been initially standardised by instructions of the state bodies related to acquiring and managing such information, and these standards have been applied to the geological and geophysical mapping for the whole territory of Russia.

The real results of our work will be seen after the conference has taken place.

This year Russian-French Metallogenic Laboratory has published a CD-ROM "Largest Mineral Deposits of the World" on the basis of database and tectonic background developed in Vernadsky State Geological Museum with using NAVIGASIG software (a viewer) by BRGM.  The CD-ROM had great success at the IAGOD Symposium.
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
